Conditions of Entry​
​
• Entry via online entry form   
• All fees must accompany entry, and direct credit confirmed, in order to be accepted   
• Competitors compete at their own risk   
• All events run under the rules of the Piping & Dancing Association of New Zealand   
• Current Registration is compulsory   
• The administration fee of $20 is compulsory, one per family.   
• The committee reserves the right to alter the order of events if circumstances require this.   
• Any person found damaging the theatre property will be liable for full restitution and if they are  a 
competitor, they will forfeit their right to compete.   
• If there are insufficient entries for a championship (5), entries will be taken on the day at no extra 
charge.   
• If required, prizes/medals will be allocated for 4th -15 or more entries; 5th - 20 or more entries;  6th – 
25 or more entries   
• South Island Championship and all reels shall be pre-drawn by the competition secretary.  Entrants in 
these events must advise the competition secretary if they intend to withdraw prior  to the event.   
• A solo dance will be substituted if there are insufficient entries in Reel classes, in which case the event 
will cease to be a Championship event 
• If you elect not to grant the Association/Society the right to use your image, it is your  responsibility to 
remove yourself from situations where photos are likely to be taken, such as at  presentation times. The 
Association does not guarantee that your image will not be published  as part of a larger group or 
performance photograph and by participating in the competition  or event you automatically waive 
your rights in respect of such images
