Rules  

–   All dancing will be conducted under the rules of the Piping & Dancing Assn of NZ (Inc). 

–   There must be 5 competitors to hold a Championship event, otherwise these will be run as 
ordinary events. 

–   If insufficient entries for reels, dances in brackets will apply, except for the Under 18 Highland 
Reel Southland Championship which will be a non-event. 

–   Junior competitors may only dance in their own class and one above with the exception of 
Restricted, and Novice events. 

–   Most Points will be calculated by using Method A: five for each first placing, three for each 
second and one for each third, from Rule 13 of the PDANZ bylaws. In the event of a tie, 
aggregate points may be used. 

–   3 entries 1 place, 5 entries 2 places, 7 entries 3 places, 10 entries 4 places, 15 entries 5 
places, 20 entries 6 places 

–   Proof of Registration required & card must be presented to pick up number. Registrations can 
be made on the day. 

–   Championship, Merit, Novice and Restricted events are not included in most points. 

–   Reports may only be given out for Novice, Restricted, Merit and Championships, depending on 
entries. 

–   Numbers worn by competitors must be in clear view of Adjudicator 

–   Payment must accompany entry, entries will not be refunded if dancers don’t compete. 

–   Novice Fling is only open to those dancers who have never won any dance in competitions, 
Restricted events are only open to dancers who have never won that particular dance.
